Phagwara, Narain Singh, Rajinder Singh
Mughalwal, Satnam Singh Jhanjian,
Satnam Singh Khandewal and
Sukhdev Singh Dod have chided the
Punjab government for operating as a
front for the Delhi administration in their
anti-Sikh maneouvres across the state of
Punjab.

Rising to the occasion, a large

number Sikh bodies are coming forward
to counter the security offensive
ostensibly to arrest one person and in that
garb detain more than a hundred, stop
internet services, clamp the draconian
NSA, shift the detenues to Assam, launch
a media offensive with trivial details
leaked by intelligence and police forces.

"Given the manner in which mobile
communications and the Internet have
been shut down while security forces
arrest Sikh youth across Punjab, it is clear
that the Indian state is executing its
strategy to craft and impose a narrative
against Sikhs and Punjab across the
subcontinent," reads the statement
released to the media. "All legal
procedures and norms are being thrown
to the wind with complete impunity to the
police for its behaviour, reporting and
tactics."

Members of the collective noted that
the security operations over the last few
days are the next phase of the Indian
state’s strategy to isolate and target Sikhs
in response to the capacity, influence, and
strength demonstrated by Sikhs in the
subcontinent and around the world
during the pandemic and the Kisaan
Sangarsh.

Punjab Summit condemns police crackdown in the Punjab

Gathered to discuss various social, civil,
and political issues concerning Punjab,
leaders of 20 Sikh organizations
convened the Punjab Summit in
Amritsar, strongly condemned the
security operation in the state to arrest
Amritpal Singh and associates of Waris
Punjab De. AWSN Report

ORGANISATIONS participating in
The Punjab Summit lashed out at Punjab
police for a massive crackdown on youth
and arresting them in large numbers
primarily to instill fear psychosis in the
minds of the population of Punjab and
Sikh youth in particular.

"The suspension of internet services
and civil liberties using archaic laws is
deplorable." read the joint statement of
the Punjab Summit. Equally deplorable is
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the suspension of internet services and
civil liberties across the State.

"While the whereabouts of Amritpal
Singh is still a mystery and has created
resentment and fears in the public
domain, the past history of the notoriety
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of the Punjab police force and Union
security forces is still fresh in our minds,"
the statement added.

The Punjab Summit demanded the
restoration of internet services and
clearing the uncertainty of arrests.

The organisations which condemned
the security dragnet over Punjab, who
participated in the Dal Khalsa-led Punjab
Summit included SGPC, SAD (Amritsar),
Damdami Taksal, Akhand Kirtani Jatha,
Bhartiya Kisan Union (Krantikari),

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No Reason Given For Challenging Bail In Anti
-Sikh Riots Case: Sajjan Kumar To Court

Former Congress leader Sajjan Kumar
Tuesday told the Delhi High Court that no
reason has been given by the Special
Investigation Team (SIT) for seeking to
cancel the bail granted to him in a rioting
and murder case arising from the 1984
anti-Sikh riots in which the trial is
continuing.

Sajjan Kumar is already serving a life
term in another murder case related to the
riots that took place after the assassination
ofthe then prime minister Indira Gandhi.

Justice Dinesh Kumar Sharma said
the interim order of staying the bail order
shall continue till the next date of hearing,
thatis, July 18.

Advocate Anil Sharma, appearing for
Kumar, said no reason and ground has
been given by the SIT while challenging the
trial court's bail order.

He said even in the previous case in
which Kumar has been convicted and
sentenced, he has remained on bail during
the trial."The trial court's bail order does
not suffer from any infirmities," the
counsel submitted.

The SIT that probed the riot cases,
through central government standing

counsel Ajay Digpaul, submitted that
Kumar was involved in a heinous offence
and some important witnesses were yet to
be examined and if he is released, it may
hamper the evidence. He further submitted
that Kumar is already convicted in a similar
case and isin custody.

He contended that while granting
bail, the trial court overlooked the
observations made earlier by the Supreme
Court which did not allow the interim bail
plea of Kumar even on medical grounds.

Scotland Yard review
finds institutional racism
as Sikh officer’s targeted

The ‘Baroness Casey Review’ into the
standards of behaviour and internal
culture of the Metropolitan Police Service
concludes that the force seems increasingly
out of step with Londoners and has lost the
public confidence in its abilities. The key
findings of the year-long independent
investigation by Baroness Louise Casey
expose how rape cases were dropped due to
evidence being destroyed in a broken
freezer, women officers were bullied and
Muslim officers were targeted with bacon.
“We have found institutional racism,
misogyny and homophobia in the Met,” the
review said. “There have been a number of
incidents where baptised (Sikh) officers are
picked on. One officer had his beard cut
because an officer thought it was funny.
Another officer had his turban put into a
shoe box because they thought it was
funny. Unless we educate our officers then
this will happen,” it said.

The report found that Met Police
officers investigating sexual offence cases
have to contend with “over-stuffed,
dilapidated or broken fridges and freezers
containing evidence including the rape kits
of victims”.

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Sikh Collective, Bihar Gurdwaras, members seek
Takht Patna Committee fresh polls

As the term of the present Takht
Sri Harmandir Ji Patna Saheb
Management Committee is to
terminate on 14 July 2023, the
present leadership which has the
covert blessings of the Bharatiya
Janata Party and the Rashtriya
Swayamsewak Sangh
prevaricating and making
attempts to cling on to the
pedestal, Sikh reform and
advocacy body The Sikh Collective
has written a missive to the
District Judge of Patna seeking
intervention.

Will Nitish Kumar government ensure
transparency in the conduct of elections to
the Takht Patna Saheb Committee? Will he
stop the interference of the BJP in Sikhs
affairs in Patna and Bihar? Will there be
reform in the rules, regulations, and
functioning of the Takth Management
Committee with a Chief Minister at the
helm who has publicly demonstrated his
love and affinity for the Sikhs? These and
many more such questions will get answers
in the coming weeks and months.

As the Bihar State Election Authority
has made the preliminary steps setting in
motion the process of preparing fresh
electoral rolls, addressing a letter to the
District and Sessions Judge Shri Rajeev
Ranjan Prasad, The Sikh Collective has
categorically stated that any delay in the
start of the election process would be a
violation under the Bylaws of the
Committee and would be seen as against
Sikh interests.

Jagmohan Singh has unmistakenly
stated that “Should the President, Senior
Vice President, and General Secretary who
are the executive authority to conduct
elections and do everything relating
thereto, be non-cooperative in this regard,
then appropriate steps may be taken as the
mandated by law.” The letter states that
“We are aware that the present incumbents
of the Committee -who took charge only a
few months back -31 December 2022 have

not initiated any steps to refresh electoral
rolls and start the election process. It is
grossly tragic to note that only 7 of the 15
members of the executive committee were
present to elect the President and other
office bearers, as one member has passed
away, there is a pending court case about
the nominee of the Sanatani Sikh Sabha,
three nominees of Delhi Sikh Gurdwara
Management Committee, Sri Guru Singh
Sabha Kolkata respectively are pending
approval with your office since long and
two members have been declared
Tankhaiya by Sri Akal Takht Sahib and as
they have not taken any further steps in
that direction their status continues to be
the same. The representative of the Uttar
Pradesh Sikh Pratinidhi Board was absent
from the meeting. Clearly, a lame-duck
body elected office bearers who are now
thwarting the democratic electoral
process.”

Speaking to The World Sikh News,
Charanjit Singh Saluja, a member of the
Takht Committee and an authority on
Takht Patna Sahib affairs said, “I feel very
sad. I see our Takht Committee members
doing grave injustice to the Sikh Sangat and
to the birthplace of Guru Gobind Singh Ji.”
He said that he has written a letter to the
Secretary of the Bihar State Election
Authority urging them to expedite the
preparation of the voters' list for the Patna
Takht Committee. His letter states that
“Article 12 of the Consitution and Bylaws of
the Takht states that the Electoral rolls
shall be maintained by the Committee and
the said rolls shall be kept ready three
months prior to the elections.”

take place before the expiry of the term of
the committee,” he said. “I am -clearly
dedicated to the functioning of the Takht
Committee in a transparent and
democratic manner and shall do everything
required to ensure this.”

Jagmohan Singh’s letter to the District
Judge says that “it should not take more
than 2-3 weeks to prepare electoral rolls as
the total number of voters is likely to be less
than 5000 in number.”

Former President of Delhi Sikh
Gurdwara Management Committee
Paramjit Singh Sarna, speaking to WSN
said, “Elections to the Takht Committee
must be freshly ordered and a new
committee replacing the present one must
be formed sooner than later."

Pulling the rug off the feet of the Takht
Committee office bearers, The Sikh
Collective letter says, “All office bearers are
relevant so long as they enjoy the faith of
the Sikh Sangat. Any individual or
Committee that overshoots its term loses
the trust of the community at large and the
Sikh electorate which has elected,
nominated, or co-opted them.

They also do grave injustice to the
sanctity of the august body whose primary
task is to manage Sikh institutions. Any
delay would be compromising the
constitution of the Takht Committee and
the directives of the Sikh community,
communicated through the Akal Takht
Sahib. It is also cheating of the Sikh Sangat
with perhaps some hidden ulterior
motives.”

Jagmohan Singh in his letter has told
the District Judge that “The Sikhs in the
Punjab and across the globe are keenly
watching the developments at Takht Patna
Saheb.”
