BJP's Hollow Sikh-centric
Initiatives in Punjab:
A Political Ploy?

The BJP's recent attempts to position
itself as a champion of Sikh causes in
Punjab raise concerns about their
genuine intentions. After severing ties
with the Shiromani Akali Dal (SAD), the
BJP is strategically targeting Sikh voters
to secure their support in upcoming
elections. However, their claims of
prioritizing Sikh affairs and showering
the community with honors seem hollow.
While highlighting a few initiatives, such
as the Kartarpur Corridor, justice for the
1984 anti-Sikh riots, and celebrations of
important Gurpurabs, it is crucial to
question the BJP's sincerity and whether
their newfound love for Punjab's Sikhs is
merely a political ploy.

It is in this light that one should see
the statement of the BJP questioning the
attack on Darbar Sahib in June 1984,
whereas the same party had lauded the
attack when it was carried out by Mrs.
Indiran Gandhi.

Given the dissatisfaction of former
MPs and MLAs with their parent parties
like Congress and Badal Dal, right wing
party BJP is sparing no effort to poach
such leaders and then field them as their
own as was done during the recently
concluded Jalandhar byelections. Akali
Dal Badal veteran Bibi Jagir Kaur, the
Atwal father-son duo and many other
rank and fileleaders have jumped into the
fray, expecting to win elections on the
BJP platform.

Significantly, even the National
Commission for Minorities chairperson
Igbal Singh Lalpura and many other
official BJP appointees have been making
interventions to please the Sikh
population in Punjab and elsewhere.

However, on substantive issues of
the Punjabi language, water rights,
Haryana'’s attempts at seeking affiliation
of its colleges to Panjab University and
the attempts to make unnecessary
intervention in Sikh religious affairs
continues.

Historians and columnists are
cognizant of the past when BJP and its
earlier avatar Jan Sangh had stoked fires
of communal hatred against Sikhs in
Punjab.

The people of Punjab have a difficult
road ahead in making a choice between
political parties vying for space in the
upcoming parliamentary and SGPC
elections.
